Though several inventors did pioneering work
on electronic voice transmission (many of
whom later filed intellectual property lawsuits
when telephone use exploded), Alexander
Graham Bell was the first to be awarded a
patent for the electric telephone in 1876.

In 1876 Bell was working on his “electrical
speech machine” with his assistant Thomas
Watson. The first successful bi-directional
transmission of clear speech by Bell and
Watson was made on March 10, 1876 when
Bell spoke into the device, "Mr. Watson, come
here, | want to see you." and Watson
answered.
